Homelessness in Brevard is a problem that aits
~2000 people who were reported as homeless in thg0Z
survey done by the Brevard Continuum of Care
Coalition. This number was up by 234 individuals.
Parts of this number are 115 family households faog
homelessness. Many of these households can fif
emergency or transitional shelter. But there are at
enough services for all of them. Fifty-six housethds
were reported as “Homeless —Unsheltered”. These ar
the families Community of Hope would like to help.

What is “Transitional Housing"?

Most families do not become homeless overnight. Will
take counseling, job training or other services tdecome
self sufficient again. Community of Hope is facitating
the movement of homeless families to permanent hdog
within a reasonable amount of time (usually 24 mothis).

What is the “Community of Hope?

It is a transitional housing project that has 6 reglences
to house families in need. It is supported by sersd area
churches that are on the Board of Trustees and prode
resources as they can. The Board of Trustees an
Executive Director are all volunteer. Community of
Hope is an independent non-profit (501(C3)). It isn
need of sponsors and volunteer staff.
